A BEAR AND SOME BUCKS Submitted By: Richard Teply 
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 The 2006 hunting season was very productive for James Petker, Past President of Silver Arrow Bowmen. 
 James first traveled to the Clearwater Forest of Idaho in search of a bull elk even bigger then the five-point that he tagged there last 
year. After days of hunting and calling in the thick forest of the Clearwater Range the big bull that James was searching for did not 
materialize. There were several “TALKERS” but no “WALKERS” responding to James’s calling. 

 
 EXCEPT one morning while calling on the cool side of the ridge 
where he had experienced some close encounters of the BULL 
KIND, something started to appear in the thick cover. James 
thought “oh no, not again”. Last year James’s calling pulled in some 
bear and three wolves. The wolves were rather hard to discourage. 
They knew what a cow elk sounded like, and they were hungry.  
 Finally he could make out the slow moving object coming right 
in to him. It was a bear. As the bear got closer, testing the wind and 
moving slowly, James was ready. Unlike last year, he had an arrow 
on the string and a bear tag in his pocket. The bruin kept coming but 
as yet had not presented a clear shot. Then the moment of truth ar-
rived. The bear was only ten yards from James and had not winded 
him. Perhaps because James smelled more like a cow elk than an 
elk hunter. He came to full draw and released the Muzzy 100-grain 
tipped shaft.  
 

 The next event was completely unexpected. The bear stood on his 
back feet and leaned against the adjacent tree, let out continuous 
roaring sounds and shook its head. James instinctively placed a sec-
ond arrow into the bear. The animal then dropped to the ground and 
expired in the thick brush forty yards later.

It was James’s good luck that the buck had moved in 
the direction of his camp and down the mountain. The buck expired 
in a creek not too far from the road. Recovery was not too difficult 
for this lone hunter. 

Commission Adds Land to Skagit Wildlife Area  
 OLYMPIA – The Washington Fish and Wildlife Commission approved the purchase of nearly 45 
acres of land on South Padilla Bay in Skagit County during a special meeting December 28.  
 The land, located west of Mount Vernon, will become part of the Skagit Wildlife Area, which is 
managed by the Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) to provide habitat for 
waterfowl and public access for hunters and birdwatchers.  
 “Purchasing this property will allow WDFW to enhance and protect important waterfowl habitat in 
the region and provide long-term benefits for salmon enhancement,” said Ron Ozment, chairman of 
the commission.  
 The commission, which sets policy for WDFW, was originally scheduled to consider the land transaction during its 
regular meeting earlier in December, but deferred action until more information on the purchase could be provided by 
department staff.

The other device presents a single ping 
pong ball being suspended in mid air, slowly moving up and down a few inches 
as it attempts to escape the flow of air from the shop vac. The ball stays in 
suspension until a skilled archer hits the ball and pins it to the target butt a few 
feet behind the ball.  
 The winners of this year’s Ping-Pong Ball shoot are pictured below with the 
ball impaled on the lucky arrow. Congratulations to all!

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WSAA Big Game Awards 
 The Washington State Archery 
Association sponsors a Big Game Award 
program to recognize its member archers 
who take big game animals with the bow 
and arrow. Big game animals considered 
for this award are listed in the box below. 
In addition, turkeys and bobcats taken in 
Washington also are eligible for this 
award. 
 The award consists of a yew wood 
“stump” mounted on a black, bell-shaped 
base, commonly called the “stump 
award”. The recipient’s name is engraved 
on a silver-like plate attached to the base, 
and a specially prepared broadhead is 
added to the stump, indicating the animals 
taken. Subsequent awards consist of 
additional broadheads. 
 To be eligible for these awards, you 
must have been a member of WSAA at 
the time the animal was taken, and you 
will need to apply for the award using the 
application form printed in this issue (or a 
copy thereof). The form includes 
instructions for submission. 
 WSAA would like to thank Del-Ma 
Archery for their support of this award by 
subsidizing the broadheads. 

 
WSAA Big Buck Award 
 This trophy, donated by Martin Archery 
of Walla Walla in 1972, is a perpetual 
challenge trophy. It is awarded to the 
WSAA member taking the largest buck 
deer, by Pope and young scoring, in the 
state of Washington. Ranking is based on 
the deer that comes closest to or exceeds, 
on a percentage basis, the state record for 
the respected species, i.e. Mule Deer, 
Blacktail Deer, or Whitetail Deer. It is 
required that the animal meets either 
WSAA or Pope and Young minimum 
standards to be eligible. 
 To be eligible for this award, you must 
have been a WSAA member at the time 
the animal was taken, and will need to 
apply for this award using the form 
appearing in this issue (or a copy thereof). 
You also are required to submit a copy of 
the scoring form, properly filled out and 
signed by an official measurer. It is 
required that your buck be scored 
officially after the required 60-day drying 
period has elapsed. 
 Applications for this award must be 
sent to the person indicated on the form.  

WSAA Big Bull Award 
 This trophy, donated by the Grays 
Harbor Bowmen of Aberdeen, is a 
perpetual challenge trophy. It is awarded 
annually to the WSAA member taking the 
largest bull elk, by Pope and Young 
scoring, anywhere in North America. 
Ranking is based on the elk that comes 
closest to or exceeds, on a percentage 
basis, the state record for the respective 
species, i.e. Yellowstone or Roosevelt. It 
is not required that the animal meets 
either WSAA or Pope and Young 
minimum standard to be eligible. 
 To be eligible for this award, you must 
have been a WSAA member at the time 
the animal was taken, and will need to 
apply for the award using the form 
appearing in this issue (or a copy thereof). 
You also are required to submit a copy of 
the scoring form, properly filled out and 
signed by an official measurer. It is 
required that your buck be scored 
officially after the required 60-day drying 
period has elapsed.
